St. Wolfgang and his surroundings became one of the
outstanding Tourist regions because of its generous new built
hotels. This former historical influential place of pilgrimage in
marvellous position, surrounded by lovely lakes and rich
wooded areas of Salzkammergut is now one of the best known
international tourist regions in Austria.

The big efforts in traffic calming measures by building a tunnel
and a parking house beside the attractive Congress-Centre
helped that the descendant of the historical past is even today
an experience for all those who travel with heart and sense.

Church and Altar of Michael Pacher

This house of God won his meanings through
the centuries first and foremost by his excellent
fixtures. The mighty winged altar of Michael
Pacher finished in 1481, the wonderful baroque
altar of Thomas Schwanthaler (1676) with the
relics of the holy Wolfgang such as the 3 altars
and the pulpit from the great baroque sculptor
Meinrad Guggenbichler (1706), makes the
church of pilgrim to an extraordinary jewel of
Art.

The “Weil3es ROss|” at the Wolfgangsee

Since more than 500 years guests have been
welcomed under the pilgrim church of St. Wolfgang.
The original restaurant “Im Weil3en Réssl” was founded
in the year 1878. Paul Johann Peter, owner of the local
brewery Peter buys 1912 the “Weil3es Rossl” and so he
became the founder of an familiar enterprise, that in the
meantime is managed very personally in 3" generation.

1896 the writers Oskar Blumenthal and Gustav
Kadelburg wrote during their stay in the “Weil3es Rossl”
the romantically comedy from the main waiter who fell : ==
in love to the hostess. Ralph Benatzky composed in 1930 the rousmg music, and at
the 8™ of November 1930 the first performance took place in the theatre of Berlin.
Until this time the “Weil3es Rdssl” gallops around the world and informs from the
Holyday-Romance at the Wolfgangsee.




Boat trips on the Wolfgangsee

The paddle steamer ,Kaiser Franz
Josef |I* was put to sea in 1873, and it
was praised as a technical
achievement. The 33 meter long
nostalgic ship was still a star in several
movies and is still, as ever a member
of the fleet.

The fleet now consists of 6 ships with

the flagship “Wolfgang Amadeus”. The biggest ship is the “Osterreich”

with a capacity of 365 people.

Steam cog railway to Schafberg
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also an unforgettable experience.

The steepest steam cog
railway in Austria has been
running from St. Wolfgang to
Schafberg since 1893. In 45
minutes it is conquers 1,190
meters of altitude over a
stretch of 5.85 km to the top
of the Schafberg. Although
